First aid - caring for injured or ill persons until they can receive professional medical
care - is an important skill for every Scout. With some knowledge of first aid, a Scout
can provide immediate care and help to someone who is hurt or who becomes ill. First
aid can help prevent infection and serious loss of blood. It could even save a limb or a
life.

Fish and Wildlife Management, Soil and Water Conservation

Wildlife management is the science and art of managing the wildlife - both animals and
fish - with which we share our planet. Maintaining the proper balance and the dynamics
that go with it requires humankind's attention. We use this stewardship tool to help
minimize or eradicate the possibility of extinction of any given species. We want our
descendants to have the opportunity to experience the same animal diversity that we
now enjoy.

Conservation isn't just the responsibility of soil and plant scientists, hydrologists,
wildlife managers, landowners, and the forest or mine owner alone. It is the duty of
every person to learn more about the natural resources on which our lives depend so
that we can help make sure that these resources are used intelligently and cared for
properly.

In Scouting for Boys, Baden-Powell offers this advice: "Every Scout ought to be able to
fish in order to get food for himself.
